Invitation to the Public to Address the Board

Bruce Paterson, 325 Willow Avenue thanked the Board for the addition of public comment to the agenda. He stated he appreciated the opportunity to address the Board on various issues and hopes the public takes advantage of the opportunity as well.
Board Attorney Don Fraser announced that Case # PB 07-2    484-490 Fourth Ave 
Block 102 Lots 9&10 –Major Subdivision (Buontempo) which was listed on the agenda would not be heard due to deficient legal notice.  He informed the public that the applicant would publish and serve legal notice prior to the application being heard.
MINUTES
On a motion by Mayor McCarthy and seconded by Mike Vena, the Board voted  by general consent to adopt the minutes of the March 14, 2007 meeting.

Case # PB 07-2    484-490 Fourth Ave           (DEFICIENT LEGAL NOTICE-NOT HEARD)
Block 102 Lots 9&10 –Major Subdivision (Buontempo)
Case # PB 07-3    214 N. Maple Street- RB Zone
Block 107 Lot  22 –Relief from Section 106-93C.2 (b) which requires a 35’ rear yard to permit a 31.6” rear yard, Section 106-93 C.3 for a required minimum lot depth of 100’ to permit the pre-existing 75’ lot depth and to permit the pre-existing non-conforming front yard of 14’39” where a 25’ front yard is required.
Thomas and Donna Masterson, owners of 214 N. Maple Street explained their application to the Board, stating they would like an addition on their home. They stated the existing house is very narrow with not much living space and the dormer will give them much needed room.

Bill Kaczynski, owner of Woodbridge Builders 624 Michigan Ave., Kenilworth, NJ reviewed the site plans submitted. He stated the existing lot is smaller that the required lot size. He stated the shallowness of the property makes it difficult to meet the rear yard setback requirements and the front yard setback deficiency is pre-existing. Board members asked questions about the addition. Mike Vena inquired if the addition would be sided. Mr. Kazsinski stated the whole house would be sided with new vinyl siding. It was noted that there was a discrepancy in the lot size between the application which states the depth is 75 ft. and the plans, which state the lot depth is 70 ft.  70 ft. is the correct dimension.  It was also noted that the rear of the house adjoins other rear yards so that the addition would have no impact and the addition would be barely visible from the street. Mr. Nierstedt stated that this application would not cause detriment to the neighborhood, not would it impair the intent of the zoning.
On a motion by Robert Scherer and seconded by Kathleen Villaggio, the Board voted Affirmative (9)

New Business

Revision of Section 106-155- Stenographer fees

Pursuant to 40:55D-26 of the Municipal Land Use Law, the Planning Board discussed the Revision of Section 106-155- Stenographer fees, which was initially proposed by the Planning Board and modified by Borough Attorney Robert Renaud. Upon review, the Board determined that no additional recommendations would be made to the Governing Body, and that Mr. Renaud’s revisions accurately reflect the changes the Planning Board discussed at their last meeting.  The Planning Board recommends that the Governing Body adopt the proposed changes to Section 106-155 of the Land Use Ordinance as revised by Borough Attorney Renaud as soon as possible. Board Secretary Adele Lewis will send a Memo to the governing body informing them of the Board’s decision.
On a motion by Sandro Villeraut  and seconded by Stephen Greet, the Board the Board voted Affirmative (9)  Sandro Villaraut, Stephen Greet, William Severage, Mike Vena, William Nierstedt, Robert Scherer, Lou Petruzelli, Robert Montagne, Steve Napolitano, Negative (0) , Abstention (1) Robert Pender to recommend that the Governing Body revise Section 106-155 of the Land Use Section of the Borough of Garwood to mandate that certain types of applications be required to provide a Stenographer at their expense.
