Case #-PB 07-11   Applicant: Vincent’s Italian Deli

100 North Avenue -  Block 208 Lots 29 & 30 Granting Conditional Use –Section 106-100 B 

To permit an eating and drinking (specialty deli) establishment in the GB zone
The Board reviewed the Resolution prepared by Board Attorney Fraser. Bill Nierstedt stated that several of the conditions of approval were not listed in the resolution.  Board Attorney Fraser recommended holding the resolution until the December 12, 2007 meeting.

Case #-PB 07-7  Applicant: Capital Homes, LLC

141-145 South Avenue -  Block 503 Lots  4 & 5 Use Variance and Site Plan Approval & bulk variances – to permit the storage of  mechanical contractor equipment, tools, and  material in the General Business zone.
Board Attorney Fraser stated that the transcript as required by ordinance, had not yet been received.  He will call the applicants attorney, Mr. Paparo, to check on the status of the transcript.

APPLICATIONS

He also stated that the applicant agrees to extend the time in which the Board must make a decision.

OLD BUSINESS

The Board discussed the submissions received through the Requests for Qualifications (RFQ’S) for the Borough’s Master Plan
Councilwoman Villaggio stated they were reviewed and it was awarded to Kasler Associates.

ORDINANCE REVIEWS

Parking in Residential Zones- Section 106-114B - The discussed increasing the permitted garage size. The consensus of the Board was to increase the permitted size to 12’ X 22’ for a one car garage and 24’ X 22” for two-car garage. The Board also discussed the permitted curb-cut and the procedure for obtaining a curb-cut permit.  Victor Vinegra will prepare suggestions in ordinance form to present to the Planning Board for the January meeting.

Application Fees- The Board reviewed the ordinance amending the Application Fees. Bill Nierstedt raised a concern regarding some inconsistencies in the application fees. The Board discussed if the Use Variance fee for a one and two family residential use was too high. Victor Vinegra stated that it consistent with surrounding municipalities. 

The Board also discussed striking Section 106-150 – Hearing fees

Victor Vinegra will revise and present proposed changes to the Board in January.
