Mr. Greg Nowak, P.E. of Wall, NJ was sworn and qualified. He reviewed the site plans he prepared and answered questions from the Board.

Chair Pender asked for questions from the public.

Bruce Paterson, 325 Willow Avenue questioned the structural integrity of the pole.

Dan Panesso, expert in Radio Frequency engineering was sworn and qualified.

A-1 – Propogation Map was marked into evidence.

Chair Pender asked for questions from the public.

Bruce Paterson, 325 Willow Avenue inquired about the location of other nearby sites.

Ronald Reinertsen, P.P. of Pennoni Associates was sworn and qualified.

A-2 a five sheet exhibit was marked into evidence.

Bruce Paterson, 325 Willow Avenue questioned the availability of space for the ground equipment.

The Board discussed the conditions of approval. The applicant will comply with Victor Vinegra’s review letter dated July 22, 2009, specifically page 2 items number 1, 2, 3 & 6- Site Condition Concerns:
1. The security fence surrounding the telecommunications equipment areas is in disrepair.  Some sections have holes cut into the chain link and the top rail is broken in others.

2. The security gate was not locked during the site investigation.

3. Miscellaneous trash; old buckets, chunks of concrete and old telecommunications equipment is evident and should be removed.

6. The operator of the sheet metal shop has carts, 55 gallon drums and miscellaneous equipment blocking the entrance gates to the cellular tower equipment area.  Also portions of the rear of the building are in disrepair
On a motion by Mike Vena and seconded by Sandro Villaraut, the Board voted Affirmative (6)   Mike Vena, Sandro Villaraut, Robert Pender, Stephen Greet, Richard Malcolm, Robert Montagne Negative (1) Robert Scherer, to conditionally grant a Use Variance and Preliminary and Final Site Plan Approval to collocate 6 additional wireless telecommunication antennas onto an existing monopole and to add related equipment at ground level

On a motion by Kathy Villaggio and seconded by Mike Vena, the Board voted by general consent to approve the voucher for Palumbo and Renaud for legal services rendered regarding the Redevelopment area.
