Mr. Fink, Esq. was present on behalf of the applicant.  He introduced Sandrea Hidi who gave background information on the subject property. She stated this site was purchased by her parents in the 1940’s and it served as the family residence and a store operated by her family until 1996. At that point, the store was rented to different parties and is presently occupied by a caterer. She further described the various former applications before the Board for this site. Mr. Fink explained the challenges of this site, including the wetland area, which was delineated on a map. He stated approximately 75% of the land is developable. The Board reviewed the preliminary subdivision proposed. The proposal indicates the creation of three properties, with two lots fronting Fourth Ave. and the large rear property being a flag lot. This rear property would become accessible with an easement agreement for a shared driveway. 
The Board discussed various concerns regarding the proposal, including the placement and location of fire hydrants, the shared maintenance of the driveway between the three properties and the maximum size home permitted on the larger lot.
